Nevada Division of Environmental Protection grants 401 Water Quality Certification for all 
Nationwide Permits issued in Nevada with the following condition. 
 

Individual 401 Certification is required for all Nationwide Permits when a permit to discharge to 
Waters of the State is required by the Division of Environmental Protection for the proposed project.  
These  discharge permits include but are not limited to, NPDES Permits, Storm Water Permits, State 
Discharge Permits, Temporary Permit for Working in Waters of the State (Rolling Stock Permit), General 
Permit for Routine Maintenance Activities in Waters of the State, etc..   Any other project that does not 
require permitting as described above is granted 401 Certification so long as the project meets all 
conditions of the Nationwide Permit.  The State reserves the right to review any Nationwide Permit 
project and determine if an individual 401 certification should be required even if the project does not 
require state permitting as discussed above.  Any non-compliance or violation of State Permits or Water 
Quality Standards or Nationwide Permit conditions will result in the suspension of the 401 Certification 
until the non-compliance or violation is resolved.
