1.  Introduction/Introductions –
The Deseret Chemical Depot (DCD) Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) meeting was held on Tuesday, March 14, 2006, at 5:30 p.m., in the Tooele Chemical Stockpile Office, 54 South Main Street, Tooele, Utah.

This meeting is generally held every four months, on the second Tuesday evening of the month.  Its purpose is to involve and inform members of the local community and interested parties about the environmental restoration activities underway and planned at Deseret Chemical Depot.  Community members who attend RAB meetings have access to representatives of the regulatory agencies involved in the environmental cleanup, including US EPA and the State of Utah Department of Environmental Quality (UDEQ), as well as members of DCD’s Environmental Office, Tooele County, and the US Army Corps of 
Engineers (USACE).  The meetings are open to the public and everyone is encouraged to attend.

A. Welcoming Remarks – Installation Co-Chair Walton Levi, welcomed participants and attendees, and invited everyone to introduce themselves.  He announced that this would probably be COL Van Pelt’s final RAB meeting and wished COL Pelt well and thanked him for his contribution to the DCD RAB. Mr. Levi also announced this RAB meeting would be the last for Corps of Engineers outgoing project manager Paul Zianno, and introduced April Fontaine as the new USACE Project Manager for DCD. He then reviewed the agenda, included as Attachment 1, and conducted the business of the meeting.

2.  Solid Waste Management Unit (SWMU) and Groundwater Project Status Update

    Paul Zianno, USACE Project Manager

SWMU 3 (Impounding Bay Disposal Pit) – Corrective actions for SWMU 3 are the removal of waste from an open portion of the trench, installation of a final cover over the trench, removal of the metal grating, and the implementation of site controls and deed restrictions.  In April 2006, the contractor will conduct a geophysical survey of the site.  Results of this survey will determine the locations of angle borings to sample for leaching and potential volatile organic compounds (VOC) and agent breakdown products (ABP).
SWMU 1 & 25 (Demil/Disposal Pits)

A limited Munitions and Explosives of Concern survey was conducted at these SWMUs in the summer of 2005.  The survey was discontinued at SWMU 1 upon the discovery of a Chemical Agent Identification Sets (CAIS) vial.  The survey will resume following the approval of a Chemical Safety Submission (CSS) along with the oversight of USACE, Huntsville District CWM team.  This project is still pending funding for 1 April 2006; however, the BRAC office will now provide funding since DCD is on the 2005 BRAC list.  A soil gas survey is planned for summer 2006 following the CSS.

SWMU 26 (Landfill)

An Investigative study is underway on this site.

Annual Groundwater Monitoring Program

Attention is currently being focused on the trichloroethylene (TCE) found in the groundwater.  The TCE is thought to be resulting from the landfill.  Further investigations are ongoing.  Future actions include a contract award in May 2006 and groundwater monitoring event in September 2006.

There were no questions for Mr. Zianno.
3.  2005 Groundwater Sampling and Oversight

     David Shank, Kleinfelder

Mr. Shank presented the 2005 sampling approach and a summary of the sampling program and results.  He described the Kabis sampling process compared to traditional methods.  Examples of Kabis sampler benefits include the minimization of investigation-derived waste, and electrical and air components samples are not necessary.  Components of the 2005 Groundwater Sampling Program include, measuring the groundwater depths and elevations in 113 wells, sampling groundwater in 16 wells at nine SWMUs, and preparing the Groundwater Monitoring Report.  The results of this report are reported provided to the state, EPA and the community.  A summary of the results from the 2005 sampling event included:

· No significant changes in groundwater elevations or flow direction from previous events

· Chloroform and bis (2-ethylhexly) phthalate found at SWMUs 26 and 28(natural attenuation is believed to be occurring in the area).  However please note that these chemicals are also common laboratory and sampling contaminants.

· Arsenic above the drinking water standard was found in SWMUs 1,3,9, and 25 (warrants attention, but may be naturally occurring in the area)

· Carbon Tetrachloride confirmed at SWMU 25

· Light Non-Aqueous Phase Liquids (LNAPL) detected in four wells from Chemical Agent Munitions Disposal System (CAMDS) area

Q:  Wade Mathews – Will the Kabis sampling be used in the next round of sampling?

A:  David Shank – Yes, and it was first used in the Fall 2005.

Q:  Wade Mathews – Have you noticed a difference in results using the Kabis?

A:  David Shank – We have not noted a significant difference.

Q:  COL Pelt – What does VOC mean?

A:  David Shank – Volatile Organic Compound. 

Q:  Walt Levi – Describe why you’re looking for “total” results vs. “dissolved” analysis?

A:  David Shank – There are two different sampling methods, total  is a “cloudy” sample where the particles are included in the analysis.  In the dissolved sample, the particles are filtered out.

Q:  Cherry Wong – What is the significance of mercury?

A:  David Shank – These are very low levels and these are normally found because metals are naturally occurring, so the mercury is not an issue.

Q:  Wade Mathews – How did you measure the floating product?

A:  David Shank – There is a probe designed to measure the thickness between the product and the groundwater.

Q:  Wade Mathews – Is this the first time this product was detected?

A:  David Shank - No, it’s nothing new, was found around 10 years ago.

4.  Status of DCD and TOCDF Closure Activities

     Steve Mallen, DCD Transition/Closure Office

Mr. Mallen presented an update on the closure activities at DCD.  A Conventional Weapons Disposal Study will be conducted by the Chemicals Materials Agency.  The timeframe for this study is dependent upon funding.  The Closure Requirements Guide and Life Cycle Cost Documentation have been completed.  The Second Phase Contract is for Chemical Agent Munitions Disposal System (CAMDS).  CAMDS is slated for closure in September 2008.  Transition and Career Assistance programs will be put in place to offset the reduction in the workforce.  The DCD will end its mission in FY12 with final closure in FY14-17.  Transition and Career Assistance will also take place during all phases of DCD closure.  COL Van Pelt mentioned that there is a potential for 900 positions to be eliminated, with 450 of these positions being on the government side.  At least 250 of these government positions are eligible for retirement and they are looking at nearby bases to help meet their retirement objectives.  The workforce reduction continues to be a challenge and career assistance will be a priority.  BRAC officials visiting DCD recently recommended that DCD property be transferred to Tooele Army Depot.  Mr. Mallen also gave an update of the Tooele Chemical Demilitarization System (TOCDF) closure status, saying that the CAMDS closure will have an impact on TOCDF and numerous integrated working groups have been established to keep everyone informed and in close coordination.  

Q:  Wade Mathews – Is Bureau of Land Management (BLM) interested in the property once DCD is closed?
A:  Mike Nelson – BLM is only interested if the property is no longer needed for Army purposes.  

Q:  Wade Mathews – What is the proposed use of the DCD property?
A:  Steve Mallen – The storage of conventional ammunition and igloos.

Q:  Mike Nelson – Will you continue to use the North area of the DCD property?

A:  Tom Turner – Yes, storage space at TEAD is at 95 percent capacity.  A large quantity of ammunition is being returned from Asia and the Middle East, so the igloos and storage space at DCD are considered an asset.

Q:  Wade Mathews – What will the impact be to the workforce if TEAD obtains the DCD property?

A:  Steve Mallen – The planning for the land is tied to BRAC laws. There will be ongoing transition and career assistance.  There will be a reduction in the workforce from 400 to primary personnel breakdown of 20 security personnel, 20 firefighters and 20 ammunitions personnel.  

Q:  Wade Mathews – The reduction of 300 jobs that you mentioned, were those Army or Contractor     positions?

A:  Steve Mallen – Both Army, civilian and contractors.

5.  RAB Business Items

A.  Review and approval of November 2005 Meeting Minutes: Cherry Wong moved to accept the minutes.  Harry Shinton seconded, and the minutes were accepted unanimously.

B.  Proposed RAB Rule: Vicky Henderson announced that copies of the Proposed RAB Rule, which was discussed at the last RAB meeting, were available for anyone that would like a copy.  This RAB Rule includes protocols for establishing a RAB, as well as procedures for determining community interest, funding, reporting, and RAB adjournment or dissolution.  The public comment period has closed and the RAB will be notified when the final Rule is available.  The RAB will also receive an itemized list of changes made to the Rule. 

C.  New Member Recruitment: Walt Levi and Wade Mathews held an open discussion with the RAB members concerning ways to stimulate attendance to the DCD RAB meetings.  It was suggested the following be implemented: 

1.  Each member invite one person to the July RAB meeting.

2.  Invite members of the city council from surrounding communities.

3.  Send DCD RAB meeting minutes to elected officials including: city council members, mayors, commissioners, chamber members, the local reuse authority, Tooele Transcript Bulletin, and other key stakeholders.

4.  Place article in the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and community newsletters (Homeowners      Associations, etc.) recruiting RAB members.

5.  Create a fact sheet and application to recruit new RAB members.

6.  Add the DCD Outreach Center’s mailing list to the DCD RAB mailing list.

7.  Wade Mathews will add RAB information into the Tooele “newcomers” packets.

D.  Action Items:  

1. All of the above recruitment activities.

2. Technical terms and acronyms need to be defined in RAB briefings and meeting materials.  This may stimulate more involvement from people unfamiliar with DCD and restoration activities. An acronym list will be distributed to every RAB member.

3. Enlarge maps and titles on maps in RAB briefings to ensure the audience can visually follow along with the presenter.
