Water that may flow 
down the tributaries fail to reach their "destination" because in-channel water evapotranspirates or infiltrates before it reaches the receiving water.  Of the handful that 
are potentially jurisdictional, only one or two tributaries (North Fork Dry Valley Creek and, to a lesser extent, Dry Valley Creek) could reach the California state line 
and be classified as an interstate water.  Several other ephemeral swales could, but not reasonably so, be a tributary to one of these two creeks.  Although identified on 
field surveys, none were followed to their potential receiving water and, thus, a connecting bed and bank was not established, but only presumed.
